Other
significant markers include the growth of the Association for
Canadian Jewish Studies now in its 22nd year; the new J.

Jewish Studies,” the conference held at York University in June
1998, at which some 60 papers on a wide range of subjects were
presented, offered further illustration of the development of the
field.
